Finance Report:

Finance report was reviewed. MOTION: Clark, second Cockroft. Motion carried.

Book Committee:

MOTION: Michels, second Clark to approve nonfiction titles for purchase through the Lucy Bishop Fund. Motion carried.

House Committee:

Costs for carpeting all areas of the library: $13,835.00 covered by grant; extra would come out of the building fund.  This was tabled for now.

Librarian’s Report (Statistics):

Old Business:

LINC:  Charla Sanchez is doing data entry. 1,823 books have been entered as of today.

Fundraising:  Geno Flori presented a $10,000 check on behalf of Verizon on 10/31. We received a check for $6,000 from the State today - $4,000 for software and $2,000 for Lincoln Trail cataloging.

Jan Doris: Jan will retire on November 30, 2006.

New Business: 

Current fines are 10 cents/day for 7-day books and 5 cents/day for other books & magazines. Clark made a motion to raise all fines (except videos) to 10 cents/day. Second by Farris. Motion carried. Checkout time for magazines has been changed form one week to two weeks.  Pennington passed out new brochures about the library. Book sale is December 1 and 2.  The library would like to sell a large table originally in library that Jim Stanfield donated back to library.
